Fgupped With Steam Heat,
Combiration Lighting Sysiem,
Audiforium and Clubrooms.

. Seperior Ilebrew synagogue, 602
Hammond avenue, is the newest edi-
fice in the city, being completed only
a couple ot weeks ago. The frame-
work of the syngogue was erected in
1305 and it has been used for rell-
gious services ever glnce. Last year,
however, the building was raised and
set on a 12-foot concrete basement,
and the old frame building has been
converted into a plaster church,
which gives it a more substantial ap-
pearance and makes the building
safer {rom fire danger.

The congregation was organized
fn 1905 with 15  active members.i
which means that the 15 men mads
regular payments for the support of
the congregation. Besides this,.
many Hebrews in the city gave occa-
sional contributicns. These people
and their familles on special occa-
tions taxed the capacity of the syn-
sgogue. \

The {irst olflcers of the congrega- |
tion wero Harry Sparbersg, chairman;
Willilam Schlossbers, gecretary, and
A, Slegel, trcasurer. During the 12|
years which have passed sinco thel!

and the building of tho original syn- |
agogue, prominent Mebrews in Su-
perior have held office and per-
formed a great amount of devoted
and painstaking work in order to
bring the congregation up to its pres-
ent size and standing.

Today the active membership has
increased to 40, and the attendance
has reached a proportion that the
orsanizers never dreamed of. The
general services are held Friday
night, Saturday morning and night,
and they are always well attended.
On holidays and at special serve
fces the attendance averages 300 per-
£018.

For many years the congregation
engaged a rabbl who was perma-
neatly stationed {n Superior, Lut the
last year there has been na salaried
rabbi. Within tho congregation are
many men who are students, of the
Talmud and the scriptures, and these
1en turn about in serving as readers
apd addréss the congregation on re-
)gious and semi-religlous subjects at
tte weekly services. These men also
alternate as leaders of the dally
prayer meetings held every mornlng
and night.

The -=yragogue is' 40 by 60 feet,
shed with steam heat and com-

tem.  The voncrete basement is di-
vided into an auditorium, wash rooms
apd two club rooms. This basement
