View of the new DMiller cafeteria at
224 West Superlor street, declare It
ta be the finest in the northwest. 1t
has been fitted up at a cost of about
$15,000. In doing the work the Miller
Hotel company did not go outside of
Duluth for anything that is made here.
This magnificent cafeteria has been
“Made in Duluth.” .
. The mew cafeteria seats 100 people
on the Superior street floor and 75
on the Michigan street floor. Here
mare than 1,000 people daily were fed,
which number Wil undoubtedly be
increased In the beautiful new place
with its added facilities and attrac-
tions All told the Miiler cafeterias feed
about 5,000 people daily, in all prob-
4bility a larger number than patron-
fz¢ any chaln of restaurants in Min-
nesata.

It's hard to get past the new cafe-
terla at 224° West Superior street
without noticing it. The paving in
front is of white tile and on either
ide in black tile are the words “2lil-
ler’s Cafeteria.” The front of the
bullding is of Columbla white glass
/’ﬂle. In the front windows are hand-
¥ some chandeliers with glass pendants,
giving a sparkling effect. The serve
ing counter is about 30 feet Jong. All
of the foods are displayed fn plate
Elass cases. At the end of the coun-
ter 1s a display case in the form of
2 refrigerator containing all kinds of

fruits, vegetables and cakes. In the
.center of the counter is the steam ta-
.ble for hot foods. The serving coun-
. ter is of Columbja glass tlle and the
‘top of Opalite glass, The tables are
“dark green, with Opalite glass tops.

He at oncel
arranged for the installation of this;
truly effective system of ventilation in|
his beautiful new cafeteria, where it
Is now doing not only ail and more;

than was expected from it In the way|
of real Ventilation, but, under the art-’
istle direction of W. A. Hunt, the;
architect in charge, has actually bve- '
come onc of the ormamental decora~
tions of the cafe.

Under the Hackney system the
fresh alr is supplied and the foul alr
exhausted by means of equally bal-
anced fans or blowers. The fresh
alr Is discharged into the room
through many, scientifically placead,
small (three or four-inch) openings
at the ceiling. In this way a more
thorough distribution and diffusion of
fresh air is obtained than under any
other known system. The foul air
Is taken out in a similar manner. In
this way the most perfect possible
ventilation is obtained. Older methods
of ventilatlon have been subject to
more or less criticism. The Hackney
has not a single failure on its list.
All its installations have been singu-
larly successful and are guaranteed to
be so.

Hackney systems of ventilation are
installed In the First National bank
of this city and In the office of the
Western Union Telegraph company,
also in Smith & Allen's fine new music
rooms in the Elks building. Other
installations are under negotiation and
the city authorities, after a very care-
ful investigation, decided upon the
Hackney system for the remodeled city
jall. the famous *“bull pen” of lgcal
romance. -

Among other Installations of the
Hackney system deserving special
mention may be named the municipal
court rooms in Minneapolis, where the
older system failed and the conditions
were very bad and where the Hackney |
system has siven complete Tellef; and
the Installation in the Princess theater
in St. Paul, which theatrical men
unite In saying is positively without a
rival in theatrical ventilation.
