The
former is full of tender, pathelic music, and
yet with enough of ke light, joyous kind to
mvea pleasing variety. The cast of lust
evening was a fine ove. Desides Abbott,
who will long remain Duluth’s popular
priws donna, thero wers Laura Bellini, a
new prima donna, Annandale, Cempobello,
Castle, Allen and Broderick. It was much
stronger than that of Dobewiza Girl, as o
whole, though, of course, Tagliapietra,
who aypeared Monday evening, towers way
above all the other male members of the
corapany.  Mignon, the lost child, stolen by
the gypsies, bought by Wilhelm Meisier, the
travelling student, followiag him as & page,
driven from his presence by the artful
coquette Felina, and atlength restored lo her
father’s home, is & character peculiarly
suited to Miss Abbott, The songy are of
sufficient variety and scope to bring out to
the full measure her sweet voice. And what
a voice Lhat is! With rare sweetuess couplod
with fallness, richness and great flesibility,
how tho pretty prima douna compelled her
auditors last night to give their tributes to
its power. Whether 1t was in “Kuowest
