“They are the advance agents
of great commercial enterpnse.  ‘Lhe;

apolis and St. Paul that which right.
fully belongs to 1t but has been_allowed
to be monopolized by them. The trav-
elling salesman has several character-
1stics which are common and without
which they could not hope to be success-
ful. They must bo loquacious or they
can’t properly present_their wares; they
must be sharp s steel, call 1t cheeky 1f
you will but they have to compete with
the brighter bLusiness men 1 the
country.”’

Judge West then gave a few words of
adsice to the traveling men telling them
that they were greatly responsible for
tho grow th of Duluth’s wholesale housés.
To the wholesale bouses he also spoke at
some length. They must pluck from
other cities the scepter which belongs
to Duluth but has been appropriated by
others.

A quartette consisting of Paddy
Doran, Frank Burke, F. H. Segrist and
Fred Reynolds, probably the best to be
found in Duluth, sang an escellent se-
lection and Mayor d"Autremont was nest
introduced. He smd that when he ac-
cepted an invtation to come to this ban-
quet ho evpected to hate a jolly good
timo listening to the traveling men tallk
for he didu't hnow where a set of men
could be found who could be hstened to
with more pleasure,
