It Can Be Produced Here as Cheaply
as it Can Be Turned Out at
Chicago.

“Recent movementa in coke circles
are of the utmost importance to the iron
trade;” says the Iron Trade Review, of
Cleveland. “First, we have direct con-
firmation from & Mahoning Valloy fur-
naceman of the report that the iron
compames of that district bave fully
resolved to break away from the domi:
nation, as they term it, of the Connells”
ville syndicate and to make their own
coke. They bave boen looking at some

they can procure an abundant supply
for their own uscs independent of other
“Bources. Nevessarily their movements
are guarded, but some important deve-
lopments may be expected in the near
future. The growth of the New_River
coke industry, in Virginia, may have a
more important bearng upon the iron
industries of Ohio than is genorally ap-
preciated. Of its great value as a fuel
there can ba no doubt, and that it can
bo most cheaply produced is boyond
