“Duluth people that think thelr town
has not progressed much during the past
10 years should look at the place throush
my eyes,” sald Henry F. Leopold of Thil-
adelphia yesterday.
© Mr. Leopold is well known to the ploneer
residents of Duluth. Iie started In bus-
iness at the head of he lakes in an indlan
wigwam on Minnesota polnt. Mr. Leopold
came here in 137 on the steamer Norman.
His stock of general merchandise was
landed at Superior, and was transferred
to the Mirnesota side of the bay In the
schooner Charlle. When town lots were
staxed out on Superior street Mr. Leo-
pold and his brother Asa established a
general store between Lake avenue anmd
First avenue west. After the Iailure of
Jay Cooke, Leopold Trothers removed
from Dulath, but returned again in 1SSI,
and remained here till 158,

“Duluth has grown considerably, and,
on the whole, has impraved wonderfully
since T was here 10 years ago,” said lea-
ry F. Leopold yesterday. “The clty wilt
always seem more or less like home to
me, for I lived here during a period and |
under clreumstznces when men form at- |
tachments for communlties that cannat |
be easily broken. I was here whien the |
city flest struggled Into Delng, and was|
here during all the excitement of the

oom days. It Is only natural that I
should feel more than an ordinary at-
tachment for the Zenith elty.

“I antlcipate that Dututh will very
shartly experience an era of rapid growth.
All lines of business are lnoklng up. and
the benefits of the general revival will b
felt here not later than the spring of 10%
