He said he was glad
to be able to return and report that in
Alaska the church was opening a field
which already called for a multitude of
religious and educational workers.

**Alaska,” said he ‘‘comprises the great-
est varisty of climate, soil and resources.
Contrary to common report it is not a
well wooded country. The mineral wealth,
in my judgment, has been hardly touched.
The bishop said that a erying necessity at
present was that of hospitals. The Can-
adian government has established two
frontier hospitals- in adjacent &erritory
under its rule at its nwn expense. ~ The
United States had becn slow po recognize
the need and it still remalned uncared for.
The siall mission hospitals are the
only ones in service in Alaska. ’

The bishop finds the white men who
have entered the country in search of
gold a class of picked men, combining
the excellent qualitles of intelligence,
youth and enterprise.

The natives are naturally superstitlous,
but are found ready to learn and eager
in disseminating the tea.chings of the
missions.

No less than
ﬂtty-two steamers reached the city that
year and they discharged 102,000 tons of

He was again elected
president of the board in 1892,

river transportation project is due in
large measure the inception and ultimate
