Rabbl Eppstein Reviews History of
Project from Early Times
to Date.

There was a large number present at
the mass meeting of the Adas lsrael
congregation at their synagogue last
evenmg. The movement that has been
started whereby the Jews may buy
Palestine from Turkey was thoroughly
discugsed and a humiber of prominent
speakers made stirring addresses ex-
horting the people to take action in the
matter and push it to a successful fin-
ish.

The Zionistic movement, as it is
called, was started some years ago and
many prominent Hebrews have since
worked untiringly towards its ultimate
stecess. They propose to raise by pop-
ular subscription between $10,000,600 and
$15.000,000 with which they will pur-

Last night's meeting was under the
auspices of the Knights of Zion, of
which M. Kassmir is president. Xe
made the opening address, explaining
the work that had been done in the
last five years in the Zionistic move-
ment. The speaker extolled Dr. Her-
zel, of Switzerland, who is at the head
of the movement, and called attention
to the steady progress that has recently
been made.

_Mr. Kassmir was followed by Rabbi
Eppstein who gave a picturesque de-
scription of Zionism, starting with its
ancient erigin when the Lord promised
the land to Abraham and his posterity.
He called attention to the persecution
of the Jews in the old European coun-

tries, referring especially to the ill
treatment received in Russia and Rou-
mania.

He urged the congregation to lay
aside their apathy and to start imme-
diately upon their work of regaining
the country.

Rabbi Eppstein was followed by Dr.
Silver of the Reformed Congregation,
who spoke eloquently of the wrongs the
Jews have suffered for the last eight-
een hundred years. Now at last though
bowed down with the mailed hand of
oppression of eighteen centuries, they
are beginning to get a glimpse
of the jewel promised to their father
Abraham. .

He urged the refcrmed and the or-
thodox Jews to work together far the
accomplishment of this purpose. He
explained Zionism in its true sense and
told the assembly that every govern-
ment in the world would work for the
establishment of a Jewish republic at
Palestine.

The speaker closed with a powerful
plea for the members of the congrega-
tion to become active and join heart
and soul in striking a blow to regain
the land which is thelrs by inheritanc~.
