Arbitration Boards Are Making Set-
tlemente—Contestants Get To-
. . gether,

D_eru/er Printers * Formulate an Ac-

ceptable - Agreement—Chicago
Situation Not Menacing.

Arbitration is winning the country
over. g‘he long list of settlements of
labor difficulties, to be found in the
organized labor department of this is-
sue of The Labor World, indicates the
trend of matters. Though no great
organizations like the National Civic
Federation are being called upon, lo-
cal arbitration boards are doing effec-
tive work.

Dénver workingmen and employers
alike are happy over the settlement
of what appeared at one time to be a
struggle that would beggar all classes.
But, happily, the conciliation board of
eleven will devide what is right in the
way of wages, hours of labor, recog-
nition of the unions, and Denver labor
conditions generally. The Omaha sit-
uation, too, is clearing. There the
conciliations being affected are mainly
through private parties and informal
meetings; and though not dignified by
the names of arbitration boards, yet
practically this is what they are.

The Chicago situation is not at all
menacing. The latest calculation
based on the returns gathered this
spring by the canvassers for the direc-
tory indicate that within
limits is a population of 2,200,000 souls.
If but one, in four are wage-workers—
and this is a safe estimate, consider-
ing the women and children at work—

the army of labor in this city aggre-

gates 550,000 persons. At the outside
there are not more than 25,000 persons
here on strike or locked out. In fact,
there are less than 12,000 or strike, the
others being locked out or laid off be-
cause of lack of raw materfal, or be-
cause the employers are trying to force
their employes to accept the terms of-
fered. It is thus seen at a glance that,
comparatively speaking, industrial
peace reigns in this great city.

The talk of a lockout of 25,000 stock
yard employes is not taken seriously
by the labor leaders, and particularly
by those acquainted with stock yard
work. These industrial establishments
by the very nature of their work can-
not collectively shut down. And even
if they did it would only compel the
workingmen and women employed
there to change their location and not
their employment; for meat would be
in demand, and cattle would be killed
and other packing Jhouses would rush
to supply the m .ket, employing the
very men locked out in Chicago.

The accusatic s made by employers
in the metal trades that their work-
men have violated agreements by go-
ing out on strike, 1s serious. It is af-
firmed to be true by some workmen
and denied by others. In so far as it
is true it is a blot on the trade union
movement, and the officers of na-
tional organizations to which the er-
ring members belong;eannot pe joo se-
verg in disciplining the wrong-doers.

New strikes are’bing’ réported daily’}

in the newspapers, with glaring head-
lines. The settlements, if reported at
all, are compressed within half a dozen
or less lines, in fine type, in an obscure
corner.

Money Giants Fighting Eaeh Other.
Battie Takes Violent Form;

Western Umon Poles Cut Down and
‘Burned and 14,000 Miles: of Wire-
P ls _Destroyed.

New York, May 27.—Talk about vio-
lence on the part of organized labor!
The “other fellows” with their supposed
culture and abhorrence for harsh meth-.
ods, are mow above running to extremes
with their interests are in any way en-
volved.

A splendid example of the detsruction
of the property of one great corporation
by apother great corporation is now
going on before the eyes of the Amer-
ican people. The war is between
George J. Gould, of the Wabash Rail-
road, and A, J. Cassett, president of the
Western Pennsylvania Railroad.

The property of neither of these rail-
way systems is being touched, but the
Pensylvania is destroying wmillions of
property belonging to the Western
Union Telegraph Company, principally
because George J. Gould owns the con-
troling interest in this corporation.

A Monopoly Was Menaced.

The reason for this ebullition of vio-
lence is on account of Gould daring to
enter Pittsburg with his Wabash Rail-
road, threatening the monopoly of the
vast trade of this steel and coke center
which the Pennsylvania Road has been
determined should be its special pet
privelege.

So the Pennsylvania road to ‘“get
even” with Gould, ordered him to re-
move all his Western Union Telegraph
poles and wires from the right of way
of the road. This battle has been wag-
ing in Wall Street and in the courts for
mionths, but it was changed from peace-
ful to violent methods when, of Friday,
thousands of men started with axes
to cut down the poles bearing the 14,000
miles of Western Union wires that en-
croached on the Pennsylvania road's
property.

Up to this time these poles and wires
had been protected by injunctions, but
the victory of the railroad company in
the United State Court of Appeals, the
first of the week, gave Mr. Cassett the
opportunity he had been waiting for
and immediately he ordered the offend-
ing wires removed.

Postal System Comes in.

All the poles of the Cape May and
Atlantic City divisions of the Penn-
sylvania were cut Friday. Throughout
Pennsylvania locomotives are being
used to drag out the poles. Great bon
fires are burning up the timbers. In
many places troiley currents are short
circuited by the falling wires and tele-
phones interfered with.

In round number the territory cov-
ered 1,000 miles, for which there were
about 40,000 poles and 14,000 miles of
wire. The poles, complete with cross
arms, etc., are worth $8.00 a piece,
which brings their total cost up to $320,
000. The cost of the wire, considering
that much of it was old iron wire;
figures up to $500,000, #nd the expensé of
putting up poles and wire was fully
$180,000. Therefore a conservative es-
timate of the loss to the Western Union

& J would be- $1,060,000.
#: In. addition to tireproperty loss, thel®

Western Union (#mpany will be asked
to. reimburse the Pennsylvania Railroad
for the expense of chopping down the
poles and tearing down the wires. This
will be no small item as thousands of

scores of special trains run from di-
vision points to distribute the army of
pole choppers. The Postal Telegraph
Company has been waiting for eight
months for an opportunity to install its
own system of wires along the Penn-
sylvania right of way. The railroad
company will now put up and own the
poles for the Postal system and lease
them to the latter company. Work on
the new system will begin at once.

STRIKES TO END.

John Mitchell Gives His Reason for
This Belief.

New York, May 29.—An interview in
a daily newspaper here with John Mit-
chell, of Boyce's Weekly staff, angd
President of the United Mine Workers
of America, the belief is expressed that:
the labor difficulties at present di-
sturbing the country would not con-
tinue after tre end of this month.

“The strikes and differences in gen-
eral between employe and employer
are but temporary in my opinion,”
said he. “And they are no greater
this year than they have been in form-
er times.. Through the month of April
and around the first of May, in fact,
is the time for the renewal of contracts
and the adjustment of whatever dif-
ferences have grown up during the
year. It is a sort of summer house-
cleaning. As I have said before, the
difficulties presented this year are no
greater than they have been in the
past.

‘“The reason that la.bor is attracting
so much attention at present is on
account of the growth of trade union<
ism. That organized labor has become
a factor in the world’s system of
economy is evident and society must
figure on it in all its evolutions,

On the other hand, the formation of
trusts, the policy of merging and form-
ing great combines of capital are de=

.velopments of the past two or three

years;” and where capital never met
with public attention before its smal-
lest move now is observed. As labor
organizations affect capital more than
any other thing in the universe, =so
they also come mto the glare of the
limelight.

“There is no more troubie now be-
tween employer and employe than
there has been in the past,. nor are

-conditions any serious,’ but the people |

“I believe the folly of the labor or- |}

ganizations has in several instances
alienated a pgreat deal of sympathy
that would otherwise have gone to
them,” .said the Bishop. - “One thing
we must realize is that the. communi-
ty is not made up of either laborers
or capitalists, but rather of those be-
tween, who are largely affected by
these differences.

LABOR IS NOT AFRAID.

Samuel Gompers Says Employers’ As-
Sociations Will Be Met in Same
Spirit They Show.

Washington, D. ., May 20.—“If
capital organizes to repress labor and
to prevent the betterment. of condi-
tions, labor will find the way to meet
the situation which may be thrust
upon it.”

This statement was made to the
Examiner by Gompers of the Americ-
an Federation of Labor, in a talk on
the proposed organization into unions
of the employers of labor, as suggest-
ed by the New York operators whose
men are now.on strike. Mr, Gompers
said: ]

“The reasons actuating the men who
are alleged to be behind. this various-
ly given. There -has been so much
variance that it is impossible to know
what the real object of such an or-
ganization is.

“If these men propose to be con-
ciliatory and meet labor and labor or-
ganizations in that spirit, they will
find labor organizations quite willing
to meet them in the Same spirit.

“If, however, the purpose of this or-
ganization is to combine. to secure
greater power to crush out working-
men and ‘to prevent them from secur-
ing the rights that belong to them,
then organized labor will -meet this
new organization in the right way.”
