Its record for the season of 1902 was
1,918,000 gross tons in round numbers,
No other iron mine ever produced and
shipped any such amount in one year.
The Adams-Spruce is the greatest
strictly underground iron mine In the
world In point of production. A miliing
pit has been stripped on the Adams,
and the property 15 now in better shape
than ever to respond 1o the heavy de-
mands for the mineral.

Moved Village Off From a Mioe,

The village of Eveleth some years
ago Was moved in order that the Spruce
mine might be developed. The Spruce
and the Adams ave adjoining properties
and being under the same management
are now treated practicaly as one mine.
The properties are connected by drifts

- underground. Adams ore may be holst-
ed through Spruce shafts, or vice-versa,
The Claquet mine is another nearl
property. These 1s well #s the Paval
mine are controlled by the Oliver Iron
AMining company.

The
big new open pit at the Fayal is not
yet in commission and wHhl not be
operated extensively this year. The
mine Is opened up above or under
four fortles. The area covered by
operatlons at surface and underground
at the Fayal gives the casual observer
the impression that he Is gazing upon
what may perhaps be a couple of
mines at least. The underground op-
erations are plalnly indicated by
shafts and stockpiles and raflway
tracks, and the open pits are of course
in_plain view,

There are three systems of mining
in vogue at the Fayal, the under-
ground, open pit steam shovel, apd
milling systems. The ground on the
iren mines about Fveleth that has
not been disturbed by, mining opera-
tions s thickly studdeéd with stumps.
A great pine forest covered this ter-
ritory, ®nd it was for the pine that the
land was bought and sold fifteen
or sisteen years ago. Nobody at that
time had any serfous Idea that iron
ore was to be found in the nelghbor-
hood of the present site of the cliy of
Eveleth. The land itself was consiier-
ed to be of little or no velue, espect
it one had to pay taxes on it.

Milling Pit of the 3dnma,

The milling pit on the Adams prop-
erty, which was operated to some ex-
tent last season, and to greater extent
this season, will be the largest on the
JMesaba range. The mines about Ev-
eleth will probably ship more ore this
season than last but the grand total
may not be up,to the mark of 1902,
This means a heavy movement of the
mineral. The ore produced at Evel-
eth is much in demand at the furnaces,
and the assurance exists always that
the mines about the eity will always
be active when there is nothing ser-
Jously depressing the fron industry.
The Troy mine Is another property
close to Eveleth, Iying Just beyond
the Fayal. It is operated by Pick-
ands. Mather & Co., one of the most
extensive of the independent operaters
of mines on the Mesaba.

Compactly Built City.

LEveleth Is a compactly buflt eity.
Grant avenue is the principal business
street, and for severa] blocks there 13
not a vacant lot, and there appears
to be no stores for rent. The hotels
are above the average for citles of that
size. The waterworks system Is owned
by the city and a new system fs now
approaching completion. The clty has
laid mains to St. Mary's lake where
an abundance of good water Is to be
had. The new source of supply will
soon be drawn upon. he city has
heretofcre depended upon the mines
for water. A very good supply was
secured in this manner, but it was not
wholly  satisfactory. The  water
pumped from some of the iron mines
on the Mesaba range is of very fine
quallty, and the water at Eveleth was
good. But the eity desired a more
adequate supply and a better and more
complete system, and it was decided

VILLAGE OF SPARTA
WA BE MOVED

Much Ore Believed to Lie Be-
neath Site of the
Town,

The village of Sparta on the Meeaba
range, two and one-half miles east of
Eveleth, has a population of 960 and it
is altogether probable that the town
will be moved to some other locatlon
near the present site. It has met with
the experience of Eveleth in its earlier
days. Ore has been found under the
townsite and this will make it. necess-
sary to remove the bulldings. All last
winter drills might have been seen at
work in the main streets and alleys
