{ two. Just why this is so, 1s hard to un-
derstand. The Montenegrens, Serviens,
Bulgariens and other southern nation-
alities do not belong to Austria and
should never be classed as such.

There is a vast difference between
the Slovenlen nationality and the oth-
er southern races, just where and why
this ditference exists. As 1o just why
there is difference in general in civ-
ilization and culture between the peo-
ple in the southern provinces of Aus-
tria and those living in the farther
north, we must consult the history of
Europe for centuries past In order to
find the cause. It will be then seen
that these people are the victims of
clrcumstances and system of govern-
ment which have deprived them for
centuries and 1s depriving them even
today, of thelr rights and privileges
of education and civilizatlon. It will
wlso be seen that these people are so
sltuated  geographleally, that they
form a barrler before the, once all-
mighty Turk now the “sick man
of Europe.” And the people that are
sitnated farther north—every ecareful
observer of history will recall how
much they have suffered for centurles
before the evasive Turks.

The two southernmost provinces of
Austrla.  Bosnia and Hertzegovina,
Whose people are erroneously also
called Austrians, are practically exclu.
sively under Turkish influence. They
were Turkish provinces previous to
1875, when the turbulent Turks were
too much for the other powers of Eu-
rope and they gave Austria political
protectorate over these provinces In
order to make peace. Waen we know
this {t will readily he seen how un-
just it is to class all these southern
races under the one heading “Aus-
trian." We therefore beg of all thosa
writers in the American papers, to ac-
quaint themselves with facts about
|these people before misrepresenting
them to the public. We ask this cour-
tesy especirlly for the Slovenlen na-
tlonallty which represents. we can
safely say, 90 per cent of the best
miners on the Minnesota iron ranges,
of the so-called “Austrian” population.
| We have heard numerous words of
iapproval and praise for the Slovenien
miners, many of whom have pedn
working for the mining companles on
both ranges ever since operations
started In Minnesota over 25 years
ago. and we can say and deny most
emphatically, that mone of our nation-
alily have been Imported by any bus-
fness or {ndustrial organizatfon.

“Resolved, That we most earnestly
recommend to all our brethren who
came here either permanently or tem-
porarily, to upheld and obey the laws
of this glorious land, to act reason-
ably with their employers, and act
gentlemanly with all with whom they
may come in contact, and be it also

“Resolved, That we give this pur ac-
tion and resolutions, utmost publicity
because they contain the firm opinion
of the Slovenien American citizens of
Ely and viclnity and all the towns of
the Mesaha and Vermilion fron ranges
of Minnesota.”
