“So I say, my friends, stand forth
upon the mountaln before your God.
The summons issued that you stand
upon the mountaln, that you come
forth from tho caves. Forget not thg
work and the teachings of your an-
cestors of the centuries gone by, Be
true to our covenant. My friends, you
ars not asked to dle for vour faith:
¥ou are asked to llve for it,

“To the young men and the young
women of Temple Emanuel I say you
have had many advantages; let none
of these advantages lure you away
from the anclent moorings of your
faith.

“Today, my friends, Jewish {deas

and Jewish i8eals are conquering the
world. The mosques and cathedrals
the world over are becoming mors
and more synagogues and temples.’”
