She succeeded in keep-
ing him at arm’s length until her
screams attracted Dr. Graham, who
was passing, and he came to her
rescue. Rontashau was overpowered
by the physictan, ejected from the
house, and a telephone call sent for
the police. Before they arrived Ron-
tashaw, it is alleged, again attempted
to gain enirance, and in so doing
shattered several windows.

Ars. Rubloff is confined to her
home as the result of the fright she
received and will not be able to ap-
pear against Rontaushau for several
days.
