 HIGHT TO VOTE

Mrs, A. E. Shores Tells of What
Has Been Accomplished
in Washington.

%3 have been asked why I belleve
iz women's suffrage. One might as
‘well ask why 1 believe in the sun, in
the stars or in the ccean. 1 believe
that women should vote hecause they

e women, just because I believe
that men sheuld vote because they
are men.”

It was thus Mrs. E. A, Shores of
Tacoma, Wasl., one of the leaders in
tbe vanguard of the suftragist fight
in this country and a woman promi-
uent in social and civic activities in
the far west concisely stated her po-
sition and that of these allled with
her, in addressing the meeting of the
Duluth Suffrage association in the
city hall Wednesday evening.

“John Stuart Mills” she continued,
“has said: “To have a voice inchoos-
ing those by whom one is governed
is a means of self protection due to
cveryone.! Under whatever conditions
and within whatever limits men are
admitted to the suffrage there Is not
a shadow of justifieation for not ad-
mitting women under the same. Cer-
tain it is that democracy is not a mat-
1er of sex any more than it is a mat-
ter of color or race, A truly enlight-
ened and democratic form of govern-
ment should of course, recognize the
equal rights of woman. How em-
phatically did Governor Johnson of
your state repeat In public as well
as in private that there could be lit-
tle room for arsument that the wom-
en of the United States with their
broad culture and strong sympathies
are equally entitled to every suffrage
“that the men of the couniry now
enjoy, and that in the progress of
civilization Wwoman suffrage Is sure
ta be very soon a national assurance.

“¥From my, limited experience in the
newly enfranchised state of Washing-
ton I believe that women suffrage is
satisfactory in its results in every re-
spect.

“When man is placed 2 wailing in-
fant in our arms, we receive him as
the greatest treasure in the world. We
feed him until he can feed himself.
All through life we are his best
friends, yet many men there are still
afraid that if they give us the fran-
chise we might make bad use of
it, though we assure them that we
would not and that we would still
bverform all our motherly and wifely
duties. Even Gompers says ‘I am
for unqualified women's suffrage as
a matter of human justice.” Again
questions of philanthropy are more
end mere fareing themselves to the
fiont in legislation. Women journey
to the legislative halls at every session
to instruct members and committees
at legislative hearings. Some day
men will think it absurd that women
Wwho are capahle of instructing men
how to vote should ever have been
denled the ballot,

“The real reason I believe why the
right of suffrage is denied to women
is because there is just trace enoughn
©Of the ancient barbarism lingering in
cur civilizatlon to bar them out. But
if the principle on which our govern-
ment is built is true, that taxation
need not be without representation
and if women who hold property are
taxed, it certainly follows that wom-
an should be represented by her vote
2nd I do believe there is every argu-
Tent in favor of the statement that
eman's vote can no more be dis-
rensed with in the affairs of the state
and nation than in the affairs of the
heme. By nothing have we been
mcre deluded and blinded than by the

traditional jnterpretation of what
‘politics mean, It is reaily very sim-
Tle.

We really cannot have to do With
ary of these things without taking
our part in polities. Who is it that
most bitterly opposes the sufirage to
women? It is liquor dealers and
gamblers who are unanimous in de-
nouncing women suffrage. Ex-Gove
crnor Hunt of Idaho says to us: “You
may state most positively that woman
suffrage in Idaho purifies politics.”
We should have the ballot on the
same terms as men, not because we
are women, but are human. beings. In
these days of clubs and organizations
vie are learning more and more about
our obligation to soclety and the
great burden it has to bear today. The
commnunity needs the most faithful
work of all women who may have
any capacity whatever, and every
strong, well balanced woman wishes
to do her share in such work. Every
Yyear sees woman with more time to
read and study the conditions sur-
rounding her.

“The liquor trust is our greatest
enemy. The papers in California
which stood for prohibition during the
recent campalign, held out hope, even
when we felt that our cause was lost,
that worman suffrage would win, while
the leading liquor sympathizing pa-
pers stated editorially that San Fran-
clsco would have to be converted be-
fore California women could vote. But
taday we can rejoice that the state of
California rules San Francisco, In-
stead of San Francisco ruling the
state. Let me quote: ‘We desire the
suffrage because we are human beings
and concerned in the welfare of our
national conscience, The human
question lies at the foundation of tha
woman question. The uplifting of the
race is the divine problem for whose
solution any restriction upon the de-
velopment of woman breaks that
rule and hinders the progress of the
1ace. Mankind cannot rise above the
mothers of mankind. Any measure
therefore which liberates and develops
the power of woman is of universal
value. Suffrage is a lever. It lifted
the enfranchised slave to the dignity
of citizenship; it conferred upon him
rights and corresponding duties and
siarted him in the great school of re-
sponsibility and trust, Whether suf-
frage to be a right or a privilege, if it
is of value to one-half of mankind
it is of value to all. To continue one-
half the race in tutelege after they
have reached years of majority is bad
for both parties to the transaction.
Train your boy to swim and keep the
girl in ignorance. If they fall into
deep water what happens? The chiv-
slrous boy perhaps seizes the girl or
the despairing girl grasps the bay
and in either event both go down.

Better teach Dboth to swim and
breast the waves of life with equal
stroke.

*“The human question will never be
arnswered by imposing equal burdens
upon mankind and denying equal
rights. Men and women must rise and
fall together. The advocate of wom-
en suffrage is no special preacher.
Ours is that ideal republic yet to he
realized; a government not 6f men by
ren, but, as we understand, of the
reople, for the people and by the peo-
vle, and it seems to us that no right
minded man can take issue with this
statement. True it is, woman does
not as a rule, carry the hod or handle
the pickaxe, but she does turn the
relling pin and ply the needle. -She
offsets strength with delicacy, prowess
with endurance. If not the acknowl-
edged Lurden bearer, she is the main
bearer of the world, and with forti-
tude. Though she does not build
pyramids she brings forth men, chit-
dren and nerves them ta be heroes.'
All we want is fair play. My own
conviction is that God's justice has tri-
umphed over man's injustice and
compensated women by a moral and
£piritual gain.

“When the mighty force of men
and women is turned into Sovernment
2nd the world made homelike through
cooperation, much will be done to-
ward emptying our penitentiaries of
their male conviets, to fill our church-
es and to realize that form or Gena-
sis: ‘So God created man in His own
image, in the image of God created
e him, male and female createdq
He them.” We have recently listened
to our gifted sister from over the
seas, and we who have kept in touch
with the suffrage movement in Eng-
land feel that we have much for
which to be thamkful, for although
we are only partially enfranchised,
the courtesy of our American man-
heed has already granted us free ac-
<ess to our legislative halls, and here
listened tu our pleadings and one by
one our states are falling into line,
leaiizing the fact that while men arg
battling with business that women
are studying the eivic prodlems, and
although still In all but six states de-
nled the right te vote, we are forging
our way into 2 greater plane In our.
