years after its pollution by Antinchus
Epiphanes, who had set up in place
of Gads altar a shrife to his heathen

The custom of celebrating this
feast by the lighting ‘'of candlés is the
outcome of the.legend that when the
temple was rededicated only a single
cruse of oil was found unpolluted, but
through the miraculous lnicr\'cnﬂon!
of God this oil proved sufficient for
eight successive nights and until ofl
fitted for ‘the serrvicé might be pre-
pared.

Special services in celebration of
the Féast Chanukkah will be held at’
the Temple Emanuel Friddy evening,
at 8 o'clock. There will be a B‘Declal
musical program and Rabbi Lefkovits
will ‘preach on “The Signifiance of
Chanukkan.” 'The children’s Chan-
ukkah festival, for which elaborate
preparations are being made, will be
held at the temple Sunday afternoon
at 3 o'cloc!
