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The Young Girls' Industrial so-
ciety is unique among charitable as-
goclations [n Duluth because of the
youth and the small number of mem-
bers In proportion to the resuits sc-
complished. There are but seven

members and they are girls of from
14 to 18, and yet the soclety under-
takes and accomplishes much, at
bresent providing the necessarfes of
1ife for four different familles.

Three weeks or so ago, they gave
a dance to raise money for their
charges and cleared 350 on it, and
they have given several other affairs
so that they could supply the fam-
flies with money, food and clothing,
There is aleo a social aspect to the
soclety which meets twice monthiy
for a social afternoon, when musical
numbers are given and the members
discuss the care of the familles they
are helping and the distribution of
goods to them.
