‘“When lltnl Tirst began to give hia
attention to the Jewish question, What
was it that presented itzelf to .him?
Looking toward the east he found
more than 7,000,000 Jew& more than
half of all 'tha Jews in the world,
herded together In Russia, Gallcla,,

Roumania, undergoing unde-
scribable torture. Turning his gaze
to the west he found physical Vio-
lence giving place to soclal ostras
cism—a form of persecution not less
feit by Jewx in thess countries.

“Herzl suggestod sending the Jews
back Lo Palexiine to liiate them.

{irst Zionlst congress com-
pcsed of delegates from every coune

camo forth the declarition of Jewish
independence, to the effect that the
‘alm of Zlonism fs to create for the
Jewlsh people 2 legally zecured home
In Palestine.

“Durlnx ihp last seven years of his
Iife,. from 1297 to 1904, Herzl was
active In many ways.” H4 had succes-
sive Interviews with the kalser, the
sultan and Mr. Chamberlaln, colonlal
minister of Great RBritain. Every-
where golden opinions were formed
of him. With his magnetic person.
ality, with a transparent sincerity,
with a wonderful RIt of speech,
pleading for so sound a cauee, Is 4t
a wonder that he made so profound
an imprexsion? Herzl’s name can dis.
appear from history only with the
disappearance of the Jewish people
themselves™

sIntroduced as the founder of ths
Zlonistic order In Duluth. A. Mordecat
Shulman of Chicago characterized Dr.
Herzl as the modern JMores and a
great Jewish statesman. He ratd:

*“Herzl 1adbored for a Jewlsh con-




federacy and freedom, both natlonal
and Individual. He was the mouth-
plece of the yearning of his people
and his power was supreme.”

Teplltz of Adas Israel
delivered an address in the Yiddish
language, making an appeal to the
Jewlsh womanhood of today to ald in
‘making a reality of the fondest plans
of 7lnns fourider. Ile sald:

‘6 have no king, we have no #ol-
dlen, We 8re a weak nhation and can
not hope {o acquire Palestine by |

ever, the Jewish spirit, which only
the mothers of today can implant In
thelr chlidren, and which uenmally
will win for us the promlsed land.”*
