RU3SIA PUTS BAN ON
ATHLETES OF FINLAND

Competition as Nation in Games
at Berlin Will Be Prevented
if Possible.

HELSINGFORS, Finland, July 4—
The Russlan government has determ-
ined to use all its power to prevent
Finland from competing in the
Olympic games at Berlin next year as
a nation. General Steyne, the gover-
nor general, wiil soon issue a decree
dissolving the Finnish Olymplc com-
mittee and if Russian officlaldom has
its way the Finnish athletes will not
be able to appear at Berlin unless
they enlist under the Russian flag.
his action is paTtly due to the
general Russlan policy of suppressing
national aspirations, partly to a de-
make a better
g at Berlin than she did at
Stockholm in 1912. AN who attended
the games at Stockholm will remem-
ber the contrast between the splan-
did delegation from the lttle Baltlc
province of Finland, and the far in-
ferior representatives of the Russian
nation, The Finns appeared under
thelr own flag as a separate body,
with a great assemblage of athletes,
gymnasts, and swimmers, while the
Finnish women who took part in the
two last branches of the sports were,
like the ladies from the other Scan-
dinavian oountries, one of the most
attractive features of the occasion.
Among the elghteen prize-winning
nations, Finland stood fourth with
fifty-two points—only Sweden, the
United States and Great Britain beat-
ing her—while Russla runked only
fifteenth, with six points to her credit.
