HELENA MODJESKA,
‘Without doubt one of the half
dozen greatest actresses of the nine-
teenth century was Helen Modjeska,
‘who was born at Cracow, Poland, Oct.
12, 1844. She came of an artistic
Polish family composed of players
and musiclans, and her father, Mi-
chael Opido, gave ner a thorough mu-
sical and dramatie education. At the
age of 17 she made her debut as an
actress. The year before she had mar-
ried 2 man named Modrejewski, from
whom she took her stage e of
Modjeska. Later she married Charles
Bozenta Chlapowski, a brilliant Po-
lish journalist, and with him she came
to this country, owing to the disfavor
with which bis political views were
regarded in the old country.

but before many months had e
the actress and -her husband had lost
all that they put into 'the venture.
They had hoped to succeed as agricul-
turists, although they were practic-
ally ignorant of the first thing about

'arming. -

Modjeska had risen high in her art
in Poland and when she found that
she and her husband were firancially
ruined she decided to turn her at-
tention to the stage. Vithin a very
short time she mastered the Emnglish

language and achleved great success

from the start of her American work.
Modjeska was one of the most cul-
tivated and accumpllshed of all the
actresses of her time.. She was con-
versant ‘with French, German, and

nglish as well as with her native

as well as an excellent musician, Her
repertoire included 284 parts, of
which about 30 were in English.
