kovsky last night.

“Central avenue Is the loglcal place
for the street car to run for that is the
real business section of West Duluth,”

e sald, *I favor having the Morgan
Park cars turn down Italelgh street at |
the intersection of Grand avenue and
Raleigh street and then pass along
Central avenue either turning down
Ramsey street or continuing along
Central avenue to the intersection of
Grand avenve. In this way, the peo-
plo of the steel plant district are af-
forded easy access to the business cen-
ter of West Duluth where if the Mor-
gan Park cars run catirely by the

way of Grand avenue, this end of
town will be passed up altogether by
the majority nf the people who will
be served by this new car extenston.”

This s Kxnsllon will be broug! hl to
the attention of the other Central ave-
nue merchants and it is probable that
a committes will wait on the Duluth
Street Railway company officials to
take up the question,

As it is planned now, the Morgan
Park cars will be operated between
:lnrg:m Park and East FFourth street
with the probable termlnus at
'rwemy-founh avenue Eas! nother
run is suggested that of rll(y-se\'enth
avenue West and Morgan Park. The
rew transfers which have been re-
ceived by the street car company take
cognizance of the Alorgan Park ex-
tension.

e fars will be 10 cents hetween
the main section of Duluth and Mor.
gan Park. The first fare on a west
bound car will entitle the nassenger
to ride to Seventy-first avenue West
where the smnd tare will be cu|-
lected. The on an eas
bound car fmla [nrmn Park will en-
title the pasiénrer to ride to Forty-
ninth avenue West where the second
fare will be caljected.- Transfers from
the sforgan Park cars will be ac-
cepted at all tranfer polnts but a
transfer from.a Morgan Park short
line car with its terminus at Fifty-
seventh avenue West will not entitle
a passenger to ride farther than
Forty-ninth avenue West on an east-
bound car.

Work on the AMorgan Park exten.
sion whI start immediately in
spring. The rails have been laid as
far as Eighty-first avenue West but
the cars are not running farther than
Seventy-first avenue West. The sub-
station at Smithville, which will dls»
tribute the power far the Morgan
Park extension is completed. ‘The
current for this station will be sup-
plied from the Great Northern Power
company’s station at Gary.
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
