season, that cucumber plants will
requlre later on. In order to avold
any waste, early maturing crops
should be planted with the cucum-
bters. Lettuce and radishes may be
planted with the cucumbers, or cn
both sides of them, and beans and
veas some distance farther off. The
radishes and lettuce will bc removed
four or six weeks later to allow room
for the growing cuctmbers and the
beans and peas will be removed in
seven weeks. This gives the cucum-
bers the desired space when neces-
sary and still keeps the ground em-
ployed the entire season.
Toamy Soil
Cucumbers need a warm, molst,
rich, loamy soil. The hills should be
made two feet Square and about four
feet apart, or else the cucumbers may
bo planted in rows four feet apart
and the plants four feet apart in the!
row. The seeds should be planted 10 :
or 12 ¥ a hill and covered with an
inch of soil. TWhen well started they
should be ihinned to four or five
plants to a hill.
he plants should have the soil
loosened around them after each
rain, and until they are well estab-
lished they should be dusted with
paris green to  keep off  striped
beetles, which may destroy the plants
unless preventive measures are taken.
