Duluth’s billiard and pool hall
operators, as expected, are not en-
thusiastic over the rocent announce-
ment of the state safety commission
that it would order all pool rooms
and public dance halls closed at 10
p- m. Furthermore, they are of the
opinion that conditions as maintained
in this city are at their best and that
none of the somewnat common ob-
Jectionable features of pool halls pre-
vail here, They commend Safety
Commissioner Silberstein for his
efforts to kecep the places clean and
orderly.
More Play in Esvcning.

Duluth has 287 Dbilllard and pool
tables, and 4,000 or more people play
on them every evening, the proprie-|
tors say. They say that enforcement
of the 10 o'clock rule would work
hardships on them and that it would
be most difficult for them to make a
living.
