stretched over four days to properly
celebrate the Fourth of July.

The four big companies engaged
in’ this business, which has been
growing rapidly in the Unilted Statea
jor the last 1§ moxnths, paid out more
than $508.000 to policy holders pra-
tected against bad weather over the
independepce day neriod. brokers es-
timated teday, vet, they all feel that
the June rains were good advertising
stimulating interest in their field.

On Surday, July 2. the government
charta reveal, almogt every square
mile of land within 200 miles of the
Atlantie coast, from Florida to Maine,
was rained upon.

July Fourth was almost &s bad.

Tests for Higher
Educction Detailed

Boston. July ¢.—The tests by
which higher educution in the Unitel
States can meet whe legitimate de-
miands of demoncricy were outlined
tonight by Dr. Henry W. Holmes,
dean of the Harvard university grad-
uata scheol of educ:istion jn address-
ing the convention of the National
Education assoclation.

The colleges, he asserted, will mee:
these demands, first. ¥ many types
of education can Be pravided; second,
it the economiec bar cau be lowerel;
and third, if aalection ¢in be mads
without discrimination in faver of
thoss of any particular type of mind.

“Demoeracy,” sald the espeaker,
“requires of education more than a
mere defense against tha evils of
illiteracy. It demands the develop-
‘ment of positlve loyalty to common
tdpals that are understood and freely
adkered to.”

Government of Austria
Starts Fight on Alcohol

Chicago, July 6.—~Austria “is at last
awake to the necessity of a great
action agalnst alcobol,” President D.
3. Halnisch of that country stated
in a letter to Virgll G. Ilinshaw,
president of the prokibition foupda-
tion, made putiic by the latter to-
day. Mr. Hinshaw visited Austria
last October in the interests of the
prohibition movement.

3More rain is needed in the more wes-
tern states, the review asserted, add.
ing that the crop was auffering
greatly from drcught in Washington
and Oregon. where not {rrigated, and
in Utah and Montana,

Dry weather was reported as doe
ing great damage to the oats crop,
practically throughout the whola re-
gion where that crop Is grown.

The rains proved of great benefit
to the corn crop, except in eastern
jowa and Missourl. northern Illinois
and parts of the southeast, according
to reports to the bureau. The tem-
peraturé was favoyable for growth
in all sectlon, except in Minnesota
and Wiscongin where warm weather
was nesded, Conditions were most
favorabls for cultivation and much
corn has been lald by in central
Btates.
