Mr. Block is a director of the Inland Steel Com;

memifer of the National Committee of the Whitney Muzem of
American Art. Mrs. Block is the daughter of Albert D, Lasker,

a leader of modern advertising, who was a noted art collector.

Both Mr. and Mrs. Block are trustees of the Art Institute of

Chicago.

They began collecting 25 years ago with the purchase of a

Braque still life. They have

bought paintings they enjoy rather

than“.‘qames" or works of a particular period. Most of their
aoquisitions are from the height of the artists’ careers. The
walls of their Chicago apartment are crowded with paintings
and drawings by the most important artists of the past 100 years.

More than 3,000 museum members, trustees and out-of-fown
guests afbgnded the preview. Mr. and Mrs. Block were joined in
the receiving line by Ralph Lowell, president of the museum,
and Mrs. Lowell and Mr. and Mrs. Rathbone.

press conference crowded by
more than 200 newsmen, Nixon
added Massachusetts to the list
and, for good measure, tossed
a small bouquet to Gov. John
A. Volpe.

Nixon said he holds Volpe in
“high regard” and considers
him one of a number of good
Republicans he hopes will pro-
vide “a good stable” of can-
didates for the vice-presidency”
at the Republican convention
in Miami Beach.

Nixon’s principal opponent in
the first test, on March 12 in
New Hampshire, will be Gov.
George Romney of Michigan.

But at the press cornference,
Nixon was asked repeatedly if
he was concerned about the
possibility of a last-minute
write-in campaign for Gov. Nel-
son A. Rockefeller of New
York.

Citinz Rockefeller’s express
support for Romney, Nixon said
he would concentrate on doing
battle with “the man in the
arena. not the man in the grand-
stand.” e |

He conceded, however, that
New Hampshire voters are “not

necessarily bound by the name
on the ballot,” and continued:

“I1 have no reason to doubt
the integrity of Gov. Rockefel-
ler’s support for Gov. Romney,
and as far as I'm concerned,
Gov. Romney is the man to
beat.”

Nixon was the beneficiary him-
seli of a last-minute write-In
campaign here in 1956, an effort
which effectively stifled a “dump
Nixon” movement by some Re-
publicans when Nixon was the
running-mate of Gen. Dwight
D. Eisenhower.

Four vears ago. Nixon re-
ceived mere than 15,000 votes
v write-ins despite his repeated
disclaimers of any interest in
the Republican nomination that
year.

Nixon said he had weighed a
challenge by Gov. Romneyv for
a series of face-iofzce deDates
in New Hampshire, but had de-
cided against them.

“The only winner of 2 Re-
publican debate,” he said,
“would be Lyndon Johnson.”

In answer to a question about
the USS Pueblo incideni, Nixon
said the Johnson administration
was “ai this time. probably
following the proper course.”

He said the major concern of
the country should be the safe
return of the 83 men seized.

" ““The administration has to be
very cautious.” said Nixon, and
listed himseli among those who
do not favor “‘drastic military
action” for the moment.

He said ke was concerned by
the way the United States had
““got into this mess.”” and that it
was “simply unthinkeble the
Pueblo was without air cover or
sea cover.”

Nixon described the current
offensive of the Vieicong in
South Vietnam as “a devastating
assault, a last-c‘ch effort.”

He said. however, it was di-
rected ‘“‘not against our forces in
South Vietnam so much as
against public opinion in the
United States.””

Reaffirming his support of the
American effort in South Viet-
nam, Nixon said he differed with
the Johnson administration “‘not
about the gaals, but aboui the
mears to achieve those goals.”

Aszed to comment on polis
which show him leading Romney
by as much as six or three fo
one, N.xon said any prediction
now would be “self-serving.”

He said, however, he had be-
come a candidate “‘only after
I became convinced I would win
decisively in 2 number of pri-
tion.”
