Inspired by cooking classes she had taken in Paris, Margie
taught at Byerly’s cooking school and authored two cookbooks. She also won ribbons for baking and winemaking
from the Minnesota State Fair. She spent her later years making the best use of her wit, publishing several short
story collections and novels. In 2023, she won first place in the humor category of the Midwest Independent
Publishers Association awards. In her own words, taken from her final short story collection (to be published this
spring): “We are friends, no matter that we've never met. We know each other and are richer for it. And so, my
associate in life, | close this final chapter with what a friend would say—when you open the curtain of your day, may
sunlight engulf the hours.”
